I. Introduction

Annually, the Mississippi Department of Education (MDE) requires Local education
agencies (LEA) receiving Title I funds to submit, for approval, a consolidated
application, as required by the No Qild Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001, SEC 1112
This document is designed to help school districts properly utilize allocated federal
dollars to positively impact academic improvement by helping low-achieving
children meet challenging academic achievement standards in every school across
the state.

II. Program Design

The FY 2012 Consolidated Federal Programs Application (SY 2011-2012) is an
electronic document comprised of four major components: Consolidated Plan,
Budgetary Document, Schoolwide Plan Template, and Targeted Assistance Plan
Template. LEAs are required to submit applicable components, depending on the
program design. The four components are generally described below:

a. Consolidated Plan- The Consolidated Plan is a Word document that
contains legal assurances and key federal program data. This section is
designed to collect and evaluate areas of compliance for Titles | and Il . LEAs
must collect and compile all data from local schools as it relates to each area
within this section.

b. Budgetary Document- The Budgetary Document is an Excel file entitled
“FY12 # & 0 ! " O AKgsAfif &antains eight (8) Excel worksheets. The
worksheets are pre-set to automatically transfer data throughout the file.
(i.e. When the LEA’s name is entered in cell C2 of the “Cover Page,” the
entered name will show automatically on all worksheets.) Worksheets are
designed with specific instructions noted in comment boxes.

c. Schoolwde Plan(SWP)Template- This template is an instrument used to aid
in the development of schoolwide plans to improve the academic success of
all students.

d. Targeted Assistance Plafemplate- This template is an instrument used to

aid in the development of targeted assistance plans to improve the academic
success of identified eligible students.
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Pre-Award Cost

LEAs may incur pre-award costs for Title [ Grants to LEAs. Attachment B, paragraph
32 of OMB Circular A-87 states that pre-award costs are allowable only to the extent
that they would have been allowable if incurred after the date of the award. In the
event that the Office of Federal Programs makes a determination that an activity
paid for by the LEA prior to the date of the award was not allowable, then the LEA
may not reimburse itself for the cost of the activity.

Lamar County uses a number of assessments for determining success of
children served by Title I and to provide information to parents and teachers;
1.) All students in kindergarten through 2rd grade area will be assessed with
LinkIt three times during the school year (fall, winter, and spring) to determine
their progress in literacy skills and math; 2.) All 1st and 2nd graders take the
Gates MacGinitie Reading Assessment as a pre and post test to determine their
reading achievement; 3.) Some students at Tier 2 or Tier 3 (grades K-6) are
given DIBELS for progress monitoring; 4.)MCT2 practice tests are administered
in grades 3-6 to determine students’ progress in meeting the standards; 5.)
Students enrolled in Fast ForWord take the Reading Progress Indicator to
determine their growth in reading as they progress through the Fast ForWord
program; 6.) All students in kindergarten through 6t grade are given the
Envision diagnostic test in the fall and spring as a pre and post assessment. In
parent conferences the teachers keep parents informed of their children’s
progress as indicated on all assessments.

In addition to the diagnostic testing described in A.1, district-wide common
assessments in language arts and math are given throughout the year to
determine the success of teaching and learning. As part of the collaborative
team process in Lamar County schools, teacher teams analyze the data to
determine problem areas and to determine which students need additional
assistance.

Information from all the assessments mentioned in A.1 is used to determine
revisions that need to be made in Title 1 funded projects. At least twice each
year the schools analyze data from these assessments as well as from the state
assessments to determine areas in need of improvement and change. They
write and revise their individual “School Improvement Plans” based on this data
analysis as well as teachers use this data to differentiate their classroom
instruction.

A.4 to identify students who may be at risk for reading failure or who are having
difficulty reading, through the use of screening, diagnostic, and classroom-based
instructional reading assessments.

Children’s Progress, DIBELS, Gates MacGinitie and common assessments are
some of the instruments used to identify students having difficulty in reading.
The Linklts program will replace the CPAA for the 2011-2012 school year to
assess reading progress. When students are determined to have a reading
deficit, they are placed in STARS (Students Tutored to Accelerate Reading
Skills), the Texas Scottish Rites Reading Program (for students with traits of
dyslexia), and /or Fast ForWord. For STARS their growth in the program is
monitored with Reading Assistant and Gates MacGinitie. The progress of
students in Fast ForWord is monitored through the use of the Reading Progress
Indicator.

B. Describe how additional educational assistance will be provided to individual
students assessed as needing help in meeting the State standards. (Section
1112(b)(1)(C))

Lamar County works very hard to assure that all students having difficulty
achieving academic standards receive the assistance they need in language arts and
math. As mentioned in item A.4, STARS is available for students through grade 3
who need to improve their reading skills in a STARS lab. STARS consists of daily 30
minute one-on-one reading tutoring planned according to each individual student’s
needs. Fast ForWord is a computer based program available in grades K-12 to
assist students having academic difficulty. It focuses on memory, attention,
processing and sequencing and thereby helps students in all academic areas.
Reading Assistant is another computer program available in grades 1-12 to help
students increase their reading fluency. Fast ForWord and Reading Assistant are
the responsibility of the Fast ForWord coach and conducted in a Fast ForWord lab
for 30-40 minutes embedded in the school day. The Reading Assistant program can
also be administered by the classroom teacher. The STARS, Fast ForWord and
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Reading Assistant reports are reviewed weekly to monitor the progress of the Tier
2 and Tier 3 students. Also, each school has a number of part-time tutors, many of
whom are certified teachers, who tutor students individually or in small groups to
help them meet the academic standards during the school day. For math the
Envision tutorial materials are used to assist individual students in meeting the
math competencies.

The same goals and objectives are used for all professional development activities
in Lamar County. The district and each school establish their professional
development plans based on data analysis and other needs assessments such as
teacher surveys to assure that Lamar County students reach the state’s high
academic standards. The District Professional Development Coordinator blends all
available resources (District, Title I and Title II funds) to reach the district and
school goals by providing professional development throughout the school year
and during the summer. The district’s advisory council made up of teachers and
administrators meets three times each year to look at needs and to revise plans if
warranted. Professional Learning Plans (PLPs) are written every year by
administrators and teachers to focus on individual professional needs. These PLPs
are reviewed mid-year and at the end of the year to determine the progress of
achieving the PLP goal. Monitoring tools are developed to evaluate the
implementation of the professional development strategies and the effectiveness of
the strategies.

Describe how the district will coordinate and integrate services provided with
other educational services such as:

D.1 Even Start, Head Start and other preschool programs, including plans for the
transition of participants in such programs to local elementary school
programs; and

Currently there are three preschool programs in Lamar County: Lumberton
Head Start, Sumrall Head Start and Early Connections located in Oak Grove. The
elementary schools work closely with these programs by offering the students
about to enter kindergarten the opportunity to spend a day on the school
campus. Information regarding kindergarten round up is provided to the
preschoolers and Head Start attendants. This year the kindergarten teachers on
all campuses held a “Jump Start” meeting for the parents of preschoolers
entering the 2011-2012 school year. The focus of this meeting was to offer
parents tips on how to prepare their child for kindergarten as well as address
any of the parents’ concerns. Also a LCSD representative attends the annual
PRVO regional spring meeting. During the school year, collaborative meetings
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between the kindergarten teachers and Head Start representatives are
conducted. When the district has professional development which will benefit
the Head Start teachers, an invitation is extended to them. PAT attends each
school’s kindergarten roundup in the spring, sends newsletters home for
students who are about to enter kindergarten and offers “getting ready for
school” classes which are held at the elementary schools for children and their
parents. In January 2009 the district and the University of Southern Mississippi
jointly began a preschool program for infants through 4- years old. It is open to
all children in the county and prepares the children for school by offering a rich
learning environment and actively teaching readiness skills. In 2009-2010 the
district implemented a 4 year-old preschool program at Baxterville School
where less than 10% of the students attend preschool.

D.2 Services for children with limited English proficiency, children with
disabilities, migratory children, neglected or delinquent youth, Indian children,
homeless children, and immigrant children in order to increase program
effectiveness, eliminate duplication, and reduce fragmentation of the
instructional program.

LEP students are served by 5 licensed ESL teachers who are paid by the district.
Title III covers the cost of 5 tutors who work exclusively with the LEP students.
The ESL team has scheduled meetings every two weeks to discuss program
needs. Bi-annually the ESL team meets with school administrators and
counselors to identify student concerns, program needs and provisional
development requests. Any LEP student who is not achieving success or is in
the tier process may receive tutoring by Title I part-time tutors or by
participating in the Fast ForWord program funded by the district and Title I.
Children with disabilities receive most of their programming through the
special education department. However, they are also eligible for participation
in Fast ForWord as well as other supplemental programs funded by the district
and by Title 1. Migrant and immigrant students are eligible to receive all of the
above services when needed. For any of our students who may be identified as
neglected or delinquent, our district would furnish them with all appropriate
services. If a student has a special education ruling and is referred to a
correctional facility outside of our district, then our special education
department maintains contact with the facility to make certain that the IEP for
that student is being followed. The Elementary Curriculum Coordinator and the
Federal Programs Director is the same person, so all services are fully
integrated, and there is no fragmentation of programming.

Free and
reduced school lunch numbers, by schools, were used and all K-5 schools with as
least 40% free and reduced lunch are served.

All seven elementary schools in Lamar County operate as schoolwide Title 1 schools
and no schools have targeted assisted programs. Each school has an approved plan
that was developed by a team of stakeholders within each school. There are 4 Title I
meetings each school year which provide ongoing support to the principals by the
district federal programs director. Also, the district has a plan approved by the
Lamar County school board and the superintendent. A district social worker does
attend the weekly youth court sessions to represent the district and address
educational concerns of students involved with youth court. When a child has
excessive absences, the youth court extends its support to Lamar County by mailing
letters to the parents/guardians. Behavior specialists are used throughout the
district to identify and intervene with students who are at-risk of delinquent
behavior.

Lamar County School District officials have met with representatives from the MS
Migrant Education Service Center (MMESC) and have been provided with all pertinent
information regarding the identification of migrant students. Because migrant student
status often correlates with limited English proficiency, migrant student identification
and recruitment surveys have been distributed to many children’s families through the
district’s English as a Second Language (ESL) specialists, who are often the teachers
who are most familiar with a status of a student’s family and home situation. Per
MMESC guidance, final determination of a child’s status as a migrant student is done
through a home visit and parent interview by MMESC’s local migrant recruiter.
Afterward, the recruiter officially informs schools of the names of any children
identified as migrant students.

Developmentally delayed classes housed in the Lamar County elementary schools
receive benefits such as use of the computer lab and the Promethean boards. When
professional development or any other activities supported by Title I are provided for
the schools, Head Start is invite to participate. Collaboration with local preschools and
Head Start centers will ensure that professional development will address the needs of
all stakeholders.

The most updated version of the District Profile (SY 2008-2009) states that 99.1%
of the paraprofessionals and classroom teachers in the Lamar County School
District are highly qualified. Lamar County’s hiring policies state that no teacher
other than those who are highly qualified may be hired except in case of an
emergency. Each summer professional development activities are meshed with the
reflected district needs and cover both regular education and special education.
Therefore, teachers can get the information they need for successful instruction
while earning the CEUs they need for licensure renewal without having to leave the
district.

Homeless children in all district schools receive the same services as all children in
Title I schools. Training by the Director of Federal Programs and the LCSD social
worker is provided for administrators and counselors on identification of homeless
children. In this training the participants are provided with the form describing
homelessness to assist them in identification. = As the schools identify homeless
students, they complete the homeless form and send copies of the form to the Director
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of Federal Programs. The Director of Federal Programs faxes the form to the Child
Nutrition Department to assure the student(s) receives free lunches and to the
Technology Department to identify the student(s) in MSIS. The district-paid social
worker is also informed about the student(s), and then contacts the school counselor
to discuss the needs of the student(s). Numerous community organizations assist to
make sure the student’s physical needs are met. Parents as Teachers, which is funded
by the district and Title [, provide support to parents on a regular basis. School
counselors track the homeless students to make sure that they are given the academic
and social interventions that may be needed. Extra tutoring is available at all schools
for homeless children and is primarily during the school day.

The Lamar County School District requires students who exceed the allowable number
of absences (12) to attend Summer Attendance School for 6 days. This requirement
allows students to fulfill missed assignments and to receive additional instruction in
needed areas. One school did provide after school tutoring four days a week starting in
November for students who performed minimum or basic in language arts or math on
the MCTZ2, who was in the tier process or who was identified as struggling.

N. Describe the identified needs, including the baseline data, which will be addressed
through Title I, Part A funds.

The 2009-2010 MCT2 language arts and math scores for the LCSD indicated that all
grades have to increase the percentage of students scoring proficient to achieve the
AMO goals for the 2010-2011 school year. Therefore, when the 2010-2011 MCT2
results are released, the main consideration will be on increasing the percentage of
students scoring proficient in language arts and math. Depending on the results of this
analysis of data, intensive support and effective interventions will be scheduled for
students scoring minimal or basic. For the 2011-2012 school year, the LCSD has set a
goal to meet or exceed _75__% proficient or above in language arts and _80_%
proficient or above in math. The Title I, Part A, funds will be used to support this
increase in percent proficient and above in language arts and math.

The main focus will be on Performance Goal 1 with emphasis on 1.1 Performance Indicator
and 1.2 Performance Indicator. As stated in answer “N”, our MCT?2 results showed a need to
increase the percentage of students scoring proficient and above in language arts and math to
meet the AMO goals. Therefore, with additional tutoring, analyzing data, and adjusting our
instruction, an increase in the percentage of students scoring proficient and above on the
MCT2 would be expected.

Two of the three private schools in Lamar County have chosen not to accept
Title I funds. For the private school that will participate in the 2012 Title I
program, the Title I Equitable Services Worksheet was used to determine the
parental involvement reservation.

Each school utilizes their Parent Advisory Council to guide them in making decisions
about the use of parental involvement funds. They meet with the parents several times
during the year to evaluate current programming and to get suggestions for changes,
additions or deletions in the proposed parent activities. The parents advise the school
about which activities best meet the parents’ needs and about other needs that parents
feel are important. In addition, schools list their proposed activities on their website or
put it in their newsletters and ask for input from all parents.

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The schools attempt to involve parents in meaningful activities at the schools as often as
possible. The activities that are the best received by parents are the Parent Nights or Parent Fairs
held in the fall and in the spring. At these meetings they have a general session where they talk
about Title 1 and how the funds are being spent; then the parents rotate through sessions related
to the instructional goals of the school. Some of the sessions include: “Are You Smarter Than a
Third Grader?” where parents work with the voters and a Promethean board to try to answer
MCT?2 practice test questions; “How Do I Earn Accelerated Reader Points?’ where the parents
get an overview of the Accelerated Reader program and get to sample what the students do on
the computer; “Tell Me About STARS” where the parents get a tour of the tutoring program for
struggling readers. They also offer sessions in the Fast ForWord and regular computer labs as
well as a visit with their child’s teacher. “Family Reading Night” is another very successful
evening activity. During “Family Reading Night” the families come to the school and go to
different centers where the children are dressed in costumes and lead the groups in reading
activities, often teaching the parents how to use advanced technology. One school has family
night where the older students give PowerPoint presentations about what they are learning. All
schools host regular PTO meetings. At every meeting the parents are given explanations of the
Title program in their school and are given opportunities to help in the school and to give input
on the programming.

The day-time activities, such as “Muffins for Moms” and “A Date with Dad”, are when the
teachers take time to explain how Title | impacts their classroom and how parents can be actively
involved as volunteers. One of the most highly attended daytime meetings is for the
grandparents. The grandparents love coming to schools and are the best volunteers. The schools
have found many wonderful tutors in these grandparent meetings. The schools have found that
tutoring is essential for the academic progress for a number of their students and selected parents
and grandparents are a wonderful help in this area. The schools also invite the parents into the
schools throughout the year for musicals and other arts programs.

The district’s Parents as Teachers program receives about $38,000 in Parental Involvement
money which is in addition to the required 1% allocation. Parents as Teachers has three parent
educators who work throughout the district with families of children from birth to age 5. They
teach the parents parenting skills, help with their literacy issues, and help the parents create a rich
learning environment at home to enable the children to be ready to learn when they enter school.
Additionally, the program works with the district’s “teen moms” in middle and high school,
teaching parenting skills and working with them to help them stay in school. At the district level
the Superintendent’s Advisory Council is comprised of parents, students, and teachers and works
in all areas of district planning and offers input on the Title I program. Throughout the year the
committee looks at what is working well and what is not and makes suggestions for
improvement. At the end of the year, the district hosts a luncheon which includes parents,
teachers, administrators, school board members and community members to review the previous
year’s federal programs budget, activities and policies. The Federal Programs Director explains
how all funds are being spent in the current year and presents the results of the parent, teacher,
and student surveys. At the conclusion of the presentation, the participants work in small groups
making lists of suggestions for the use of the monies for the next year.

1. Provide a descriptive summary of your comprehensive needs assessment highlighting
leading factors surrounding professional development activities and the need for class size
reduction teachers. (Section 2122(b)(8))

Our comprehensive needs assessment is comprised of the results from several sources.
These sources include MCT2 results, SATP results, common assessments, collaborative
team feedback, and parent, teacher, and student surveys. The MCT2 and SATP scores are
analyzed to identify the critical areas of concern based on the percentage of students
scoring proficient and advanced. Also it is noted from this analysis the strands that
continued to reoccur each year and from grade to grade as a strength or a weakness. When
the collaborative learning teams meet, minutes are recorded and copies of the minutes are
sent to the principal and to the Office of Academics. These minutes identify the areas of
concern in the curriculum and how the teachers are addressing these concerns. Teachers
administer classroom assessments in the form on common assessments and MCT2 practice
tests to monitor and adjust their instruction. This data reflects the instructional needs of
the students. All this data indicates that our focus should continue on Program for Effective
Teaching (PET), collaborative teams, data analysis and essential vocabulary. Also the
feedback provided by our consultant on the principals’ effectiveness of conducting a
classroom observation and on conducting the post observation meeting with the teacher
was reviewed. This information offered valuable guidance on the needs of our principals to
improve on being an effective instructional leader as well as how to support the classroom
teacher. Funds will be allocated to reduce class size reduction based on the highest
teacher student ration and the schools with the most critical needs.

2. Describe the activities to be carried out and how they are aligned with challenging state
standards. (Section 2122(b)(1)(A)(i))

The professional development funds will be used to assure that teachers use high quality
teaching strategies which impact student learning and administrators are competent
instructional leaders. Therefore, all parties will continue to receive training in Robert
Marzano’s implementation of the six step method to teach the essential vocabulary to build
background knowledge, in applying Richard DuFour’s principles to collaborative teams for
analyzing student results and adjusting instruction, in raising the implementation of
Madeline Hunter’s PET model to improve classroom instruction and unpack the essential
standards into component parts: concepts, skills, knowledge process, and cognitive
process. Then units will be developed to include essential questions to help the student
understand how the knowledge will be applied in everyday life. New teachers will
continue to be trained in Ruby Payne’s A Framework for Understanding Poverty and What
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Great Teachers Do Differently. The goal of the professional development is to maintain the
focus on achieving challenging state standards for all students. The activities will include
summer workshops and book studies for administrators, school-level “focused faculty
meetings” which focus training on a specific topic, collaborative teams, “block” meetings for
teachers who have a common planning time, after-school sessions for follow up on
previous trainings, New Teacher induction, and mentoring.

Provide a description of how the activities will be based on a review of scientifically based
research and an explanation of why the activities are expected to improve student
academic achievement. (Section 2122(b)(1)(B))

The professional development activities will be based on the scientifically based research
of Robert Marzano (Building Background Knowledge for Academic Achievement), Mike
Schmoker (Results Now), Richard DuFour (Building Effective Professional Learning
Communities), Douglas Reeves (Ahead of the Curve), Ruby Payne (A Framework for
Understanding Poverty), Madeline Hunter (The Program for Effective Teaching) and Mike
Schmoker (Focus). The research states the when the activities cited in these references are
consistently used correctly, student achievement is positively impacted and achievement
gaps are significantly narrowed. Lamar County has a committee which reads the research
to make determinations on the validity and appropriateness of the research for
accomplishing the district’s goals and reducing the achievement gap.

Provide a description of how the activities will have a substantial, measurable, and
positive impact on student academic achievement and how the activities will be used as
part of a broader strategy to eliminate the achievement gap that separates low-income and
minority students from other students. (Section 2122(b)(2))

Administrators will monitor teachers’ classroom instruction to assure that all students are
receiving scientifically research based activities; and if they are not, the administrators will
intervene to provide the teachers with additional strategies to strengthen classroom
instruction. The District Office of Academic Education staff and consultants will assist

school principals in order to provide more frequent and intensive monitoring utilizing
formative assessments throughout the year to measure the impact on student
achievement. The training for administrators will mirror the professional development
that teachers are receiving in order to positively impact student achievement. The Lamar
County School District’'s goal is for the students to meet the more rigorous state
standards. Marzano’s work will offer strategies that have proven successful in
enabling all students to learn. Vocabulary instruction is especially important for the lower
socio-economic students who lack rich literacy background. Effective collaborative teams
will assure that learners’ needs are met through the analysis of assessments and the
establishment of appropriate interventions in the classroom. Recent research indicated
that effective collaborative teams are the single, most productive form of professional
development. Also,Schmoker’s strategies of teaching the essential rather than the
nonessential standards will allow teachers to teach more effective lessons. Research has
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established that when all these activities are used correctly and consistently, the
achievement gap is significantly narrowed or eliminated. The Lamar County School
District’s goal is to increase the proficiency level in language arts to 75% and increase the
proficiency level in math to 80% for the 2011-2012 school year.

The same goals and objectives as well as the same scientifically based research are used for
all professional development activities in Lamar County. The district and each school
establish their professional development plans based on needs assessments. All
professional development is data driven to assure that Lamar County students reach the
state’s high academic standards. The District Professional Development Coordinator
blends all available resources (District, Title I and Title II) to reach the district and school
goals. The district’s Advisory Council will also serve as a means of communication among
all involved to assure that Title I, Title II and district professional development activities all
have the same focus and are well coordinated.

Provide a description of the professional development activities that will be made
available to teachers and principals under Title II, Part A and how the LEA will ensure that
the professional development needs of teachers and principals will be met using the Title
II, Part A funds.

The professional development plans of the district and of the individual schools are based
on the results of the needs assessment (MCT2, SATP and classroom assessment data
analysis, input from the Advisory Council, teacher summative evaluation, etc.). Title I
funds are used to finance an administrator workshop where they will participate in an
intensive book study. Summer professional development is offered for all teachers and
offers CEUs. Additionally, all teachers new to the district have three and half days of
New Teacher Induction before beginning their assignment, and all teachers with two
years or less experience continue to attend monthly trainings throughout the school year.
The new teachers focus on Madeline Hunter’s PET model, Robert Marzano’s vocabulary
strategies, Ruby Payne’s A Framework for Understanding Poverty and Todd Whitaker’s
What Great Teachers Do Differently. Each newly hired teacher, regardless of the years
experience, will be assigned a mentor to assist with any areas of need throughout the year.

In the previous years the Part D funds are used to partially fund a district instructional
technologist who has the  expertise to train teachers in all areas of technology
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integration. The professional development that she provides follows the district’'s plan,

is directed toward the district’s professional development goals, and is aimed at improving
student achievement by integrating technology. Lamar County is one of the school
districts who received CISCO grants which enabled the district to have more technology
available for teachers as well as ARRA funds. The instructional technologist works with the
teachers training them in appropriate use of the technology to facilitate student learning.
All professional development activities are scheduled through the Office of Academic
Education to assure that all training is complementary and follows the district’s policies.
Since the formula grant will not be available for the 2011-2012 school year, the Lamar
County School District will not be eligible for these funds.

School level personnel (teachers, paraprofessionals, principals and parents) have given
input through the development of the schoolwide plans as well as through the school
improvement plan that each school must prepare annually. Based on individual school’s
data, these plans indicate the needs for each school, the goals that are set to meet the needs,
and the plan (activities) to achieve the goals. Parents have had the opportunity for input on
activities and on the application itself through surveys as well as through the individual
schools’ Parent Advisory Councils and parent meetings.

Provide a description of how the LEA will provide training to enable teachers to teach and

Please refer to the description of professional development activities in numbers 2 and 3
above. These activities cover different learning styles and needs including students with
disabilities. To help teachers more effectively work with students with limited English
proficiency, the district’s five ESL Specialists will train at each school, giving the teachers
appropriate strategies for helping the LEP students achieve success in the regular
classroom. Within the first month of school, all parents are invited to their child’s
classroom where they will receive information from the teacher about the academic plans
for the year, what they should expect from the school and teacher, and how they can most
effectively be involved with their child’s education. At this time parents will also have the
opportunity to volunteer to help in various ways. The District Test Coordinator will lead
each school through the process of analyzing data. The teachers will then work in small
collaborative teams to use the data to improve student learning. Additionally, the District
Intervention Specialist will work with each school to make sure that everyone understands

appropriate Tier 2 and 3 interventions and that are being effectively implemented. A
concentrated focus will be on Tier 1, effective classroom instruction.

Provide a description of how the LEA will use Title II, Part A funds to meet the
requirements of Section 1119 qualifications for teachers and paraprofessionals. (Section
2122(b)(10))

Currently 99.1% of both paraprofessionals and classroom teachers in the Lamar County
School District are highly qualified. Lamar County’s hiring policies state that no teachers
other than those who are highly qualified may be hired except in case of an emergency.
Each summer the district offers a number of training opportunities that carry CEUs. The
summer professional development activities are meshed with the district needs and cover
both regular and special education. Therefore, teachers can get the information they need
for successful instruction while earning the CEUs they need for licensure renewal without
having to leave the district.
